3000 ACRES SOLD

Timber Will Be Marketed and
Orchards Planted. ,

BUYERS WILL BUILD MILL

Property, Which Is Xear Cottage

Grove, Contains 100,000,000
Keet of Standing er

Market Improving.

Purchase was completed yesterday by
the Saginaw Orchard & Timber Com-
pany of 3000 acres of timber lands near
Cottage Grove, in Lane County, bearing
approximately 100,000,000 feet of stand
ing fir timber. The deal involved about
$100,000 and the land was purchased
from various owners, about a dozen in
all, most of them being the original
entrymen who obtained patent from
the Government.

The Saginaw Orchard II Timber Com-
pany Is composed of C. C. Shay, of Port-
land, E. C. S. Bralnard and C. .E. Brain-ar- d,

of Payette, Idaho, and Omar Hos-kin- s,

of Portland. The Idaho men are
large holders of orchard lands near
Payette and are interested in banking
In the Gem State. The transaction was
engineered by Mr. Shay.

Lumber Mill Contemplated.
The purchasing company has been in-

corporated and early next Spring will
erect and operate a mill of 100,000 feet
daily capacity. The market for lumber
produced In this territory after the lo-

cal demand has been supplied is found
in California and Nevada. - -

The incorporators of this company
some time ago formed the Orchard
Land & Timber Company with a capi-
tal of $30,000 and bought 640 acres of
timber land near Divide, Lane County.
Thev have established a mill of 60,000
feetf daily capacity and are building
three miles of flume through which

i mber will- - be transported to the
Southern Pacific Railway. Thiau com-
pany has options on 25,000.000 more
feet of timber, which is about the
amount of timber it- now holds.

The same men .are stockholders of
the Payette Timber & Milling Com-
pany, which has two mills in opera-
tion on Lewis River in Washington.

Orchards to Be Planted.
They are making all purchases with

an eye to the character of the soil on
which the timber stands, and as fast
as the trees are logged off the land
will be cleared and set to fruit. It is
calculated that their land will thus
be at least equally valuable after the
timber is gone.
