Dispatchers 
can quickly determine  
which on-duty officer is 
closest to your location   
(sometimes that may 
be a sheriff’s deputy or 
a state trooper.) 
  Additionally WCCCA’s 
trained personnel will 
prioritize the call in the 
context of all emergen-
cies occurring at that 
time.  Dispatchers will 
automatically request 
back up units to ensure 

officer safety and 
send ambulances and 
fire units if needed. 
  When you need 
immediate assistance 
North Plains Police 
discourages leaving a 
message on the City’s 
main phone line or an 
officer’s personal cell 
phone as it may result 
in a significantly 
delayed response.     
  Calling WCCCA 
directly will ensure the 
most prompt 
response for you.

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The North Plains Public Library has grown to be an 
indispensable asset in our community. One service 
— providing public access to computers and the 
Internet — is in especially heavy demand, with over 
10,000 logins and 6,000 hours of use annually.    

  Technology to better serve these needs is 
available, but we must now upgrade our 6-year old 
equipment to take advantage of it.   

  Our Digital Drive Campaign is raising funds to 

upgrade all computers to the latest Windows 

operating system, to add a self-checkout station 

for patrons to quickly checkout materials 

themselves, and to install security gates at the 

front entrance.   

  We are already off to a great start with a $13,000 
grant from the Meyer Memorial Trust and a $9,700 
subsidy from WCCLS for the security gates.  

  The Friends of the Library just need to raise the 
remaining balance of $10,000 to achieve our Digital 
Drive goals.

Olympian Visits North Plains 
 
  Students from West Union and North Plains Elementary Schools attended an assembly on 
Monday, October 22, featuring "The World's Greatest Athlete" Ashton Eaton. Ashton won the 
gold medal and set a world record in the Decathlon at the 2012 London Olympics. He spoke to 
students about the importance of school, finding a passion for something you love, and 
persevering to find a way to pursue it, whether it is art, science, sports, or music.  
  Ashton spoke to the students about character, listening to their teachers and mentors, and 
even participated with students in three different mock events. Once the competition was over, 
Ashton awarded the students with gold medallions. The students asked Ashton some great 
questions, including: What is your favorite food to eat before you compete? "Macaroni & 
cheese"; How many coaches do you have? "One, who specializes in all ten events"; Will you 
compete in the next Olympics? "I will be 28 in 2016 when the Olympics are held in Brazil and, 
yes, I'm working daily to prepare to go."
