Chief Duyck also discussed the improvements that will be made with the Bond proceeds, including upgrading the 9-1-1 technology system, installing more towers, strengthening facilities for earthquakes and other emergencies and replacing obsolete analog radios countywide.

Will Worthey presented his Staff Report. He highlighted some of the items including working on starting a foreign film night and the Red Cross putting on a free presentation on Emergency Preparedness at the Library on Tuesday, November 15, 2016 at 7:00pm.

Blake Boyles reported a pre-con meeting for the 26-lot Kemmer Meadows Subdivision took place.  Also a pre-app meeting for a 13 lot subdivision took place for the Hamburg property just east of the Kemmer Meadows development.  Six of those lots are in the floodplain. This development would use approximately 1.5 acres of the seven acre parcel and there is a possibility that the owner will donate the unused 5.5 acres back to the city.  It is a grass area that could possibly be used for a wildlife trail area.  Boyles also reported that we now have 1,025 water utility services hooked up, which is up 26% since last year.  He was asked by Mayor Hatcher if we are the fastest growing city in the county.  Heather Austin suggested this could be researched with PSU.  Boyles has been asked to be a member of the Bond Committee for the 2017 Hillsboro School District.

	Discussion and adoption of Resolution No.1950: 2016-17 Supplemental Budget to Appropriate Funds to Replace Streetlights in the Sunset Ridge Subdivision

Boyles stated on August 1, 2016 City Staff proposed a supplemental budget to appropriate funds in the Street Fund to replace the streetlights in Sunset Ridge. The current streetlights cost $1,400 per month or $16,800 per year. The annual cost for all other streetlights within the City is approximately $24,000. The high cost is due to two things: the style of lights and being on PGE Option “A”. Under that option PGE paid to purchase and install the lights, and incorporates those costs into the monthly fee to the City.
 
Mayor Hatcher opened the Public Hearing at 7:47pm.
 
City Staff proposed to replace the Sunset Ridge streetlights with a simpler light at a lower monthly rate of $500, or approximately $6,000 per year. The City would be required to reimburse PGE $47,100 for the labor costs of the original installation. This upfront cost would pay for itself in reduced streetlight expense in just over four years, with future years resulting in net savings to the City.   
 
Rachael spoke to the changes to the budget.  We would be reimbursing PGE the cost of putting in the original streetlights, $47,100.  Savings would be made in the less expensive Cree lights over approximately four years.  PGE would like to do the replacement ASAP, but they cannot order the replacement lights until they get full approval from Council.  
 
Public Comment:  Ricky Smith – 10704 NW 285th Drive, Sunset Ridge Subdivision, North Plains, Oregon stated that not everyone in the subdivision knew about the HOA meeting to vote on the change, which is why he feels there was such a small number of people voting.  He feels the HOA is not giving enough advance notice of meetings to members.
 
Mayor Hatcher adjourned the Public Hearing at 7:55pm.

	Conduct legislative public hearing on File No.16-085 Amendments to Municipal Code Chapter 16.056 Floodplain Overlay (FP) District.

The Order of Business was read into record, after which Hatcher opened the Public Hearing at 7:59pm.  City Planner, Heather Austin, presented the Staff Report.  In addition to the staff report and the changes to the code language, staff received input from Representative Dave Lentzner from the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD).  That document was included in the Agenda Packet. Washington County is ready to adopt the updated FEMA Flood Plain Maps as of November 4, 2016.  North Plains will need to update local Flood Plain Maps to be in compliance with FEMA and additional state standards so that our residents will be able to obtain Flood Plain insurance in desired.  The maps have not been updated since 1984.  Staff recommends that, with the deadline of November 4, 2016 we bring back an ordinance to the Council for two readings and emergency adoption at the October 17, 2016 meeting so that the November 4, 2016 deadline is met.

	CITY MANAGER REPORT
Boyles spoke about new matrix in the office due to resignation of Rachael Lembo and Margaret Reh.  Both positions have been posted.  Sierra White is now full time. Lori Lesmeister was hired as a temp to help cover office duties as the search continues for replacements.  Boyles had a good meeting last week with Washington County regarding the pedestrian path.  We can use TDT funds for part of the pedestrian path project.  We cannot build along the bridge on West Union Road, but we could possible put an aluminum span bridge in.  There are no Washington County Engineering staff available to help at this time.  Ideally this needs to be permitted by 2018 due to environmental changes coming.  It is in early stages at this point.  Boyles will be at an Emergency Management Seminar from October 4-6.  He can be reached by telephone or email if needed.  William Worthey will be in charge while Boyles is out.  Boyles was asked about an article in the Hillsboro Tribune regarding Washington County taking over the North Plains Police Department.  We do have an agreement with Washington County that they will assist with Priority 1 calls if needed due to Jesse Baker being out of town at training, or if there is illness/injury etc. with the officer(s) we do have.  This contract goes through December 31, 2016.  It is just a ‘backup’ in case of emergency.
