1 CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Hatcher called the Regular Session of the City Council to order at 7:00 p.m.
2 PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Hatcher led the Council in the flag salute.
3 CONSENT AGENDA:
a) Approval of 01/19/2016 City Council Regular Session Agenda
b)  Approval of minutes of 12/21/2015 City Council meeting.
Motion to approve the Consent Agenda with the addition of an agenda item to elect
the 2016 Council President. Moved by Councilor Lenahan. Second by Councilor
King. Motion was approved unanimously.
4 ELECTION OF 2016 COUNCIL PRESIDENT
a) Following the proper protocol of the nomination process, Councilor Kindel move to
appoint Teri Lenahan as the 2016 Council President. Council Simmons seconded the
motion. Motion was passed unanimously.

7  STAFF REPORTS

a) Library Director's Monthly Department Report

Library Director Debra Brodie updated the Council on the upcoming programs at the
library. Brodie pointed out the quilt being displayed in February be a valentine quilt
the Westside Quilters Guild provided, not the raffle quilt as was stated in the staff
report.

Brodie also presented a thank you card to the Council from all the library staff for the
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gift cards staff received for Christmas.

Brodie alerted the Council regarding additional funding that the library may receive
through WCCLS this fiscal year. Additional tax dollars were paid to Washington
County by Intel because the Strategic Investment Plan (SIP) reached its conclusion.
Washington County is sharing the additional income with county departments, and
WCCLS intends to pass along some of the funds it receives to member libraries.
Fund amounts for each library have not yet been determined, but when known, the
amount for North Plains will be received as part of the regular supplemental budget
process. Brodie will share details about this with Council as more information
becomes available.

b)  Chief of Police Monthly Department Report

Police Chief Bill Snyder had nothing further to add beyond was in the written report
provided to the Council in the Agenda Packet.

c) Public Works Director's Monthly Department Report

City Manager Boyles updated Council on the status of the Sunset Terrace
subdivision.

Boyles updated the Council on the status of the transition of the Friends of the
Library On-Line Book sales fundraising location from Jessie Mays to the yellow
house located at 31311 NW Commercial Street. The City is working with the
members of the Friends of the Library to clean up the building and get things ready to
move. The City will be acquiring a temporary storage unit to assist in the transition.

Boyles updated the Council on the status of the Kemmer Meadows subdivision.
There was a pre-application meeting and they will be breaking ground soon.

8 PUBLIC HEARING:

a) Legislative Public Hearing--Comprehensive Plan discussion and review of File No:15-
031: Municipal Code Chapter 16-Zoning and Development Revisions for
Comprehensive Plan process.

The order of business was read into record. Mayor Hatcher opened the legislative
public hearing at 7:16. Boyles presented the staff report. The legislative public
hearing meeting was noticed on November 18, 2015 prior to the first public hearing
that was held before the Planning Commission regarding File No: 15-031. Due to the
complicated nature of the revisions to the municipal code, the Planning Commission
has kept the public hearing open and will continue to review the code. When the
Planning Commission has completed their revisions they will provide a
recommendation to the Council. Brief discussion ensued.

Motion to continue the public hearing to March 21, 2016. Moved by Councilor Kindel.
Second by Councilor Lenahan. Motion was approved unanimously.

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a) Review of the 2016 City Council Meeting Calendar Schedule and ex officio
assignments to Planning Commission, Library Board, and other committees.

Mayor Hatcher read through the list of committees, boards and commissions the
Council serves as representatives. Discussion ensured.

Motion by Lenahan. Second by Simmons to appoint Whitehead as the primary and
Newton as the alternate Council member representatives to serve on the
Metropolitan Area Communications Commission (MACC) board. Motion was
approved unanimously.

Motion by Lenahan. Second by Whitehead to appoint Simmons as the primary and
King as the alternate Council member representatives to serve on the Tualatin Valley
Community Access Television Jurisdictional Coordinating Committee. Motion was
approved unanimously.

Motion by Lenahan. Second by Simmons to appoint Hatcher as the primary and
Boyles as the alternate Council member representatives to serve on the Washington
County Coordinating Committee. Motion was approved unanimously.

Motion by Newton. Second by Whitehead to appoint Lenahan as the primary and
Kindel as the alternate Council member representatives to serve on the Washington
County Oregon Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Policy Advisory
Committee. Motion was approved unanimously.

Motion by Simmons. Second by King to appoint Newton as the primary and Lenahan
as the alternate Council member representatives to serve on the Metro Policy
Advisory Committee, MPAC. Motion was approved unanimously.

b) Review of the December 2015 check register.

Council reviewed the items on the December 2015 Check Register. The staff report
included a list of account numbers with the corresponding departments to help clarify
some questions Council had while reviewing the check register. A few questions
were asked by the Council and were satisfactorily answered by staff.
